If local council ‘move on’ powers go ahead Frankston police will be the first in the state to have powers to ban people from any public area.  
As a state wide legal service for young people we are particularly concerned about the impact on young people who frequently use public space.  

All members of the community have a right to enjoy public space and exclusion needs to be carefully considered and exercised.

There is no evidence that move on powers are effective in reducing anti social behaviour in public places. Most young people offend once or over a short period and this behaviour is effectively dealt with by cautions and the courts. 

The bulk of repeat offending is committed by a small percentage of young people and sadly the main drivers are childhood and adolescent neglect and physical abuse. This offending is better addressed by such initiatives as Frankston’s Youth Assist that brings together police and other services to identify those at risk of offending and address underlying issues. 
It is our opinion that the proposed law does not comply with the Victorian Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities. 
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
